Dear Blacknall Family,

Steve Hayner is the new president of Columbia Theological Seminary and a past president of InterVarsity Chris-
tian Fellowship. In his inaugural address as president at Columbia he defined a portion of his calling as, “to
provoke hunger for Christ’s Kingdom. My call is to encourage discontent with the status quo and a hunger for
Christ’s Kingdom in all of its fullness.”

He goes on to illustrate this by comparing spiritual hunger and physical hunger. He says, “The first task of an aid
worker with a malnourished child is not to give him or her food, but rather to provoke hunger. Children and adults
who are nearly dead of malnourishment have little hunger. So the health worker puts just a little vitamin-enriched
sugar water on a finger and sticks it in the person’s mouth. The first sign of hope is when the child cries again.”

We live in a world that is spiritually and relationally malnourished. But most of us do not realize it. We physically
eat enough or entertain ourselves enough that we do not feel the hunger. With whom do you identify in this illus-
tration? Are you more like the malnourished child or the concerned aid worker?

Are you more like the malnourished child? Are you feeling hunger for Christ and his Kingdom? Or do you find
yourself apathetic to Christ and the things of his Kingdom? Perhaps you used to be hungry but now no longer feel
the hunger and you would rather not eat at all. Perhaps you realize there is something missing but do not have
much motivation to do anything about it.

Or maybe you are more like the aid worker. You know someone who is malnourished and keep offering them
what you know they need but they will not receive what their soul needs. You stay awake at night wondering how
to provoke the hunger for that which they so desperately need.

Whether it is for ourselves or for another, how do we provoke this hunger? Come to worship? Read the Bible?
These certainly are important components of a spiritual diet but might be like offering rice and beans to a starving
child. What would be analogous to “vitamin-enriched sugar water on a finger”?

Hayner suggests that this is the role of witnesses. The witness of individuals’ stories and the witness of our shared
life together are to be those drops of waters that cause us to exclaim, “I want some of that!” Clearly those wit-
nesses need to be more than the pastors who are paid to be witnesses. Can we be those witnesses for one another?
How?

I love it when during our time of prayer requests and announcements in worship someone from the congregation
stands up and gives a witness to how they have seen Christ and his Kingdom. Can you give such a witness?
Maybe not in worship but in conversation with people in your life who may be malnourished? And we cannot
always tell who those malnourished people are so can we make those testimonies part of our regular conversation?
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If you are feeling like you are the malnourished one, can you ask for such a testimony? Wouldn’t a proper topic of
conversation be for us to ask one another, “Can you tell me how you have seen God’s grace in your life?” “Can
you tell me about the beauty of Christ and his Kingdom? How have you come to know that?”

If you don’t have a good answer to that question (and I don’t always), don’t feel ashamed. Just admit that you are
hungry too and ask if you can join your friend in search of the Bread of Life that satisfies our hunger.

Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters;

and you who have no money, come, buy and eat!
Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost.
Why spend money on what is not bread,

and your labor on what does not satisfy?
Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good,

and your soul will delight in the richest of fare.
Give ear and come to me; hear me, that your soul may live.

Outreach Partnership Updates

One of the questions we have been asking at Blacknall is, “How do we do mission together? We believe that
God desires that we be more than just a collection of individuals who are each independently doing their best to
participate in God’s mission in the world. We believe that God desires that we each be faithful to God’s calling

and that that calling includes our working together in mission as a congregation and in partnership with the larger
Church of Jesus Christ.

Our attempt to answer that question has led us to what we are calling, “Deep Common Journeys.” Deep Common
Journeys are ways that we are involved in God’s mission together so that we intentionally build friendships with
our partners in mission and with one another. As a result we continue to support financially and with our prayers
many ministries and individuals but we have entered into “partnership” with only a few.

Who are our Partners? Blacknall’s Outreach ministry is divided into three ministry teams: Durham Ministry
Team, Campus Ministry Team, and International Ministry Team. Our intention is to have a ministry partner in
each of our ministry teams. We are currently in the process of searching for an international partner. We have
just entered into a partnership in campus ministry with International Students, Inc. (see article on ISI below).
Locally, the Durham Ministry Team is leading us in partnership with Reality Ministries and Interfaith Hospitality
Network (IHN).

What does partnership look like? We are still learning, we do not fully know. Partnership means we are in rela-
tionship with our partner and we are discovering together how this relationship can grow and what shape it should
take. But we do know it is intentional. We will be purposeful about providing varying kinds of opportunities for
us to be involved with our partner in mission. We do know that we will be open to receiving as well as giving; that
we hope to learn from our partners as we serve with them. We do know that we desire to be open to God trans-
forming us through our relationship with our partners. We do know that our partnership will be centered on Christ,
following and serving Christ together.

So, when you hear us talking about IHN or Reality or ISI know that this focus is intentional, that we believe God
desires to do something in us through these partners. But also know that we do not believe this is the only way for
us to be involved in mission. It is Blacknall’s way to try and discern how we can work together as God’s people,
following Christ in His mission as a congregation. If you have more questions about our partnerships or our
Outreach ministry, in general please contact David Dunderdale at ddunderdale@blacknall.org, 286-5586 or elder
Chris Rice at crice@div.duke.edu.

Thanksgiving Hospitality: The Thanksgiving holiday presents a unique opportunity to show hospitality to inter-
national students. Fewer international students travel on Thanksgiving break than Christmas break. Thanksgiving
is also an uniquely American holiday that is appealing to many international students. Many would love to experi-
ence an “American Thanksgiving.” We would like to be able to offer to Duke’s International House a number of
people who would be willing to host 2-3 international students for a Thanksgiving dinner.

When the earthquake struck on January 12, the little children at the orphanage in Fondwa
thought that it was the second coming. They were found in a corner of the courtyard singing
praises to God. The adults and older children convinced them to move to out to the nearby
road by saying that Jesus would find them no matter where they were waiting. Those old
enough to appreciate the severity of the situation were fearful - fearful for their lives, fearful
for their families and friends, fearful for their country. Sister Carmelle and Sister Simone
were in the nearby town of Leogane. When they returned to Fondwa, they learned that Baby

Jude and Sister Oudel had been killed.

Over the last five months the Sisters and orphans have found a “new normal”. Initial make- / [

shift tents have evolved into a large galvanized shelter where they sleep. One look inside

brings back memories of the original orphanage that Blacknall had visited in 2001. The bunk beds are squeezed in

tightly, and the air is thick from the musty. damp dirt floor

. Construction has started on a more sturdy wooden

house for the children. There is a sense of urgency, because it has rained everyday. There is a new living room
where the Sisters welcomed us with drinks from a dorm sized fridge with a door that did not fit. The nearby school

now meets in tents. Children
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supplies, there was an ample

lunch to welcome us. There were no requests for money or donations - just a broken English request - “You will

pray for us?”

On the hike out of Fondwa, I heard a voice shouting “My friend, my friend!” Turning around, I saw Cine - an
older gentleman in the community. He would always accompany us on hikes and get us mangoes or coconuts too
as gifts. He was standing with crutches and a bandage around the stump of his right foot. He had sustained a crush

injury when a building fell on his leg. My shock at seeing

his condition was mirrored by him raising his hands to

the sky, smiling and saying “Mesi Seigneur” (Thank you God).

As on prior visits, the people of Fondwa have refreshed me spiritually with their quiet, but all encompassing faith.
“Calm trust and perseverance” is the definition of their faith. I think this quote from a Haitian Minister during a
recent “60 Minutes” episode sums up their hope for the future “Tomorrow is a good day, because it is in God’s

hands”.
