 Making the Bible Come Alive 
Leaders: Paul Immanuel and Others 
  
This class will discuss how to be shaped in our Christian 

lives through the study of Scripture, and discuss and dem-

onstrate practical ways to be consistent in Bible reading in 

our fragmented lives. Scripture opens itself to those who 

approach it reverently and receptively.  How do we do that 

at a time when so many other voices demand our time? Can 

we be still and know He is God and is ready and willing to 

speak to us? Most sessions will have folks from Blacknall 

sharing what has worked for them. We will also hear how 

others have passed to their children their enthusiasm for 

Scripture. 
  

Paul has been a member of Blacknall since 

1994 and has been active in many capacities 

since then. He retired last year from IBM. 

He has served as an elder at Blacknall and 

provided oversight for Adult Discipleship. 

Paul committed his life to the Lord in India and speaks ex-

tensively about his faith.

The Hole in Our Gospel 
Leaders: Alex and Melissa Hartemink 

 

Named 2010 Christian Book of the Year, Richard Stearns’s 

book, The Hole in Our Gospel, is a profoundly moving call 

to Christians to address the tragedy of poverty around the 

world. Praised by leaders from  Eugene Peterson, Tony 

Campolo, and John Perkins to Bono and Madeleine Al-

bright, the book presents a stirring reminder of the totality 

of God's good news, and what he expects of us as Chris-

tians. Though easy to read, the book challenges the reader 

throughout, and starts with Stearns's spiritual journey as he 

accepted a move from a corporate CEO position (and life-

style) to become President of World Vision, the largest 

U.S.-based international relief organization. The class will 

discuss the book, so participants will need to commit to 

read about 30 pages per week. Please procure a copy of the 

book (available in paperback) ahead of time. 
 

Alex and Melissa have attended 

Blacknall since moving to Dur-

ham in 2001  (Alex also attended 

as a Duke student from 1990-94). 

Alex is a professor at Duke and 

Melissa is a former elementary 

school teacher. Along with their 

two children, they spent this past year in Kenya teaching at 

the Rift Valley Academy, a K-12 boarding school for chil-

dren of missionaries.  

Connecting: Growth through Fellowship  
Leaders: Eric Gadol, Bradley Yoder, Peter Hausmann 
 

Scripture instructs us to carry our crosses and follow Jesus, 

putting to death the earthly things in us. But this is not a 

solitary battle; Scripture also calls us to carry each other’s 

burdens. What does this actually look like? In Connecting, 

Larry Crabb observes that while psychology has labeled 

many of the symptoms of these earthly things as mental dis-

orders requiring professional treatment, these symptoms are 

often signs of spiritual disease that can only be healed 

through Christian fellowship. If you are interested in explor-

ing how you can be healed of the spiritual pain in your life, 

or in helping to heal your brothers’ and sisters’spirits, join us 

for our discussion of Christian connection! 

 

Eric  is a clinical psychologist in private practice, 

and sees relationships as crucial to our growth 

and discipleship in Christ. He and his wife Amy 

have been Blacknall members for 7 years and 

have two children.
